11 DEAD IN PLANE CRASH 
AT JOHNSTOWN AIRPORT. 

Johnstown, Pa. (AP) -- Authorities say they're at a 

loss to explain what caused a commuter plane 

crash here Sunday night that killed 11 and left six 

others injured. 

The aircraft, a twin-engine Allegheny commuter 

turboprop, clipped an elevated bank of approach 

lights on its landing glide to the Johnstown-

Cambria County Airport, soared over a highway 

and then slammed into the top of a steep embank-

ment 100 yards short of its assigned runway, offi-

cials said. 

"It was a matter of five feet, and he would have 

been clear," WARREN 

KRISE, an Allegheny commuter official, said after-

ward in reference to the approach lights. "Right 

now, we have no idea what happened." 

The plane, a Beechcraft 99 on a scheduled com-

muter flight from Pittsburgh, carried 15 passengers 

and a two-man crew. 

The pilot, DAVID BRANNAN, 40, a retired Air 

Force pilot from nearby Galitzin, was thrown nearly 

50 yards from the point of impact still strapped in 

his seat and was killed outright, authorities said. 

Copilot GERALD KNOUFF, 24, of Johnstown, was 

hospitalized in critical condition.
